Last month we had the fire alarm go off, 
finding the Sanctuary filled with smoke.  
The fire department determined it was due 
to a furnace motor which shorted out. There 
was no damage to the building, but it did 
reveal that we have old furnaces.  It turns 
out we need to replace 7 furnaces and 2 air 
conditioning units.  The cost for these units 
will be $37,600, plus some additional 
charges for miscellaneous repairs.
